DDT against malaria :
Rotarians from Luxembourg and France join the fight.
Every year 3 million children die of malaria; hundreds of million others fall seriously sick. The impact on their schooling is dreadful and the economy in several countries of the South is paralysed by this plague. 
For who has seen sick children die of malaria in Africa or in South America the news which fell on our screens on September 16th is almost incredible:
For the fight against malaria WHO recommends the use of  DDT for the indoor residual spraying (IRS) of the dwellings . A few grams pulverized 2 times per annum on the walls act as "repellent" and the mosquitoes do not enter;  those which enter by bad luck and settle on the walls do not have any chances of survival. 
The NGO "Iwerliewen to fir bedreete Volleker" in Luxemburg fights since years against what it calls the dogmatic obscurantism of the prohibition of  DDT. Certain of our articles published on this subject can be found on www.mitosyfraudes.org. The Material Safety Data Sheet of the product clearly states that for people who manufactured or sprayed the product during years not the least after-effect on health could be observed. Medical research even found that DDD which is very close to  DDT is used in the treatment of cancers of the suprarenal gland 
Rotarians from the club of Luxembourg Vallées and Audun-Villerupt in France also propagate the culture of Artemisia annua (variety coming from China) through pilot projects in Peru, in Colombia and in Cameroon. Tea made from this plant and taken during 5 days completely cures malaria. This is based on results from broad scale studies and was confirmed recently by Belgian doctors in Congo. Our NGO sent  dried leaves from Artemisia plants stemming from our gardens in Luxembourg to Cameroon. Several people were cured in three days. And beg us to have more our miraculous herb. 

DDT is preventive, Artemisia is curative. Both together are thus for African poor families a formidable buoy of survival, at a negligible cost. Countries such as South Africa which use DDT in the fight against the malaria since the Convention of Stockholm allowed it 5 years ago could reduce the number of fatalities by 90 %. Even WWF and Greenpeace now recommend the use of the DDT in  IRS. 
A genocide of 50 million useless deaths resulting from the commercial prohibition of the DDT in 1972 makes even can kill fundamental beliefs of Green Associations.
